ADDENDUM TO PROOF OF CLAIM FILED BY DELAWARE TRUST

Delaware Trust Company (the “Claimant” or the “Indenture Trustee”) submits the

following supplement to Claimant’s proof of claim (the “Claim”) against Murray Energy
Corporation and certain affiliated debtors identified on Schedule 1 hereto (collectively, the
“Debtors”) in the amount of no less than $2,124,838.07. In support of the Claim, the Indenture
Trustee states as follows:

1. The Indenture Trustee is successor trustee under that certain Indenture dated as

of May 8, 2014 (the “Qriginal Indenture”) between Murray Energy Corporation (the “Issuer”),

the subsidiary guarantors identified therein (the “Subsidiary Guarantors”), The Bank of New

York Mellon Trust Company, N.A., as original Trustee (the “Predecessor Trustee”), and U.S.

Bank National Association, as Collateral Trustee (the “Collateral Trustee”), as amended and

supplemented by the First Supplemental Indenture, dated as of April 1, 2015, and the Second
Supplemental Indenture, dated as of April 10, 2015 (collectively with the Original Indenture,

the “Indenture”) for the holders (the “Noteholders”) of the Issuer’s 9.50% Senior Secured Notes

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due 2020 in the original principal amount of $400,000,000 (the “Notes™). A true and correct
copy of the Indenture, as amended, is attached hereto as Exhibit A.

2. The Notes were secured by substantially all of the assets of the Issuer and
Subsidiary Guarantors pursuant to the Collateral Trust Agreement, the Intercreditor
Agreement, each joinder to the Collateral Trust Agreement, each Priority Lien Security

Document and each Parity Lien Security Document (collectively, the “Security Documents”).

In light of the relative lien priorities and disclosures made by the Debtors during the course of
these chapter 11 cases regarding creditor recoveries, however, the Notes are in fact
undersecured, likely in their entirety.

3. In connection with issuance of the Notes pursuant to the terms of the Indenture,
Issuer issued (a) a global note in the principal amount of $2,500,000 (CUSIP U61739 AE5)
and (b) a global note in the principal amount of $397,500,000 (CUSIP 62704P AE3)
(collectively, the “Global Notes”). Each of the Global Notes provided that the Issuer was
required to pay interest, if any, semi-annually in arrears on June 15 and December 15 of each
year. Interest on the Global Notes accrued from the most recent date to which interest has been
paid or, if no interest has been paid, from the date of issuance. The Global Notes further
provided that they are secured obligations of the Issuer, secured by substantially all of the assets
of the Issuer and Subsidiary Guarantors pursuant to the Security Documents referred to in the
Indenture. True and correct copies of the Global Notes are attached hereto as Exhibit B.

4. Under the terms of the Indenture, the Issuer is responsible for payment to the
Indenture Trustee of reasonable compensation of services rendered and reimbursement of all
reasonable disbursements, advances and expenses incurred or made by it, including payments
to agents and counsel. Indenture, Section 7.06(a). In addition, Issuer and each Subsidiary
Guarantor agreed, jointly and severally, to indemnify the Indenture Trustee, and its officers,

directors, employees and agents, against any and all losses, liabilities or expenses incurred by

it arising out of or in connection with the acceptance or administration of its duties under the
Indenture, including the reasonable costs and expenses of enforcement and liability in
connection with exercise or performance of any of its powers or duties under the Indenture.
Indenture, Section 7.06(b).

5. Pursuant to Article 10 of the Indenture, each of the Subsidiary Guarantors
unconditionally guaranteed, jointly and severally with the Issuer, to the Noteholders (a) the
principal of, premium on, if any, and interest, if any, on the Notes when due; and (b) all other
obligations of the Issuer to the Noteholders or the Indenture Trustee required in connection
with the Indenture. Indenture, Section 10.01(a).

6. In early 2015, Issuer announced a cash tender offer for any and all outstanding
Notes. On April 10, 2015, Issuer further announced that of the $400,000,000 principal balance
outstanding, $392,755,000 of the Notes, approximately 98.19%, were tendered.

7. On October 29, 2019 (the “Petition Date”), Issuer and each of the Subsidiary
Guarantors filed voluntary petitions for relief under Chapter 11 of Title 11 of the United States

Code (the “Bankruptcy Code”) in the United States Bankruptcy Court for the Southern District

of Ohio (the “Bankruptcy Court”). The cases are jointly administered under Case No. 19-

56885.

8. Pursuant to the Agreement of Resignation, Appointment and Acceptance dated
as of November 6, 2019, the Predecessor Trustee resigned as Trustee, Registrar, Paying Agent
and Custodian under the Indenture. By virtue of the Agreement of Resignation, Appointment
and Acceptance, the Predecessor Trustee’s rights under the Indenture were assigned to the
Indenture Trustee; the Indenture Trustee accepted appointment as successor trustee under the
Indenture, and accepted the rights, powers, duties and obligations of the Predecessor Trustee
under the Indenture, upon the terms and conditions set forth therein, with the effect as if

originally named as Trustee, Registrar, Paying Agent and Custodian thereunder.

9. On January 9, 2020, the Bankruptcy Court entered the Order (I) Setting Bar
Dates for Submitting Proofs of Claim, (I1) Approving Procedures for Submitting Proofs of
Claim, (111) Approving Notice Thereof, and (IV) Granting Related Relief [Docket No. 740] (the

“Bar Date Order”). The Bar Date Order established March 9, 2020 at 5:00 p.m., prevailing

Eastern Time, as the date by which general unsecured claims must be received by the Claims
and Noticing Agent (the “Bar Date”). The Bar Date Order further provided that the Indenture
Trustees (as defined in the Bar Date Order), including the Indenture Trustee, “shall be
authorized to file a single consolidated Proof of Claim with respect to all Claims arising under
the applicable indenture. The applicable Indenture Trustee’s Claim shall be deemed a valid
Proof of Claim against each Debtor described in such Indenture Trustee’s Proof of Claim and
the Indenture Trustee shall not be required to file a Proof of Claim in the separate case of each
such Debtor.” Bar Date Order at  9(n).

10.  This Claim is the single consolidated proof of claim with respect to all claims
arising under the Indenture against each Debtor identified in Schedule 1 hereto, as
contemplated by § 9(n) of the Bar Date Order.

11.  As of the Petition Date, $2,124,838.07 in aggregate principal amount of the
Notes, together with all other amounts which the Debtors are obligated to pay under the
Indenture which have or will accrue and remain unpaid thereafter, including but not limited to
prepayment or liquidated damages, interest, attorneys’ fees and other expenses.

12. Pursuant to the express terms of the Indenture, the Indenture Trustee is duly
authorized to and hereby does file the Claim on behalf of the Indenture Trustee and the
Noteholders.

13.  The Claim serves, and is intended to serve, as notice of a claim for any amount

due or to become due under the Indenture, whether or not summarized or identified specifically
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in the Claim, and all interested parties are on notice thereof, and advised to examine the
provisions of such Indenture.

14.  The Claim shall not be deemed a waiver of Claimant’s right to (i) have final
orders in non-core matters entered only after de novo review by a District Court, (ii) a trial by
jury in any proceeding so triable in these cases or any case, controversy or proceedings related
to these cases, or (iii) have a District Court withdraw the reference in any matter subject to
mandatory or discretionary withdrawal.

15.  The Claim is without waiver of or prejudice to Claimant’s rights, claims,
actions, set-offs, or recoupments against any other Debtor or any non-Debtor third party to
which Claimant is or may with the passage of time or otherwise be entitled, in law or equity,
all of which rights, claims, actions, defenses, set-offs, and recoupments Claimant expressly
reserves.

16.  The Claim is in addition to and not in lieu of, and is without prejudice to
Claimant’s other claims, rights and remedies in Debtor’s bankruptcy cases or otherwise,
including, without limitation, pre-Petition Date claims and administrative expense claims.

Excluded Assets.

“Total Assets” means, as of any date, the total consolidated assets of the Company and its
Restricted Subsidiaries on a consolidated basis, as shown on the most recent consolidated balance sheet of
the Company and its Restricted Subsidiaries, determined on a pro forma basis in a manner consistent with
the pro forma basis contained in the definition of Fixed Charge Coverage Ratio.

“Transaction Expenses™ means expenses in connection with the issuance of the notes offered
hereby, the entry into the Credit Agreement and the ABL Loan Agreement on the date of this Indenture,
and the use of proceeds thereof.

Howcvcr, to the
extent any provision of any Note conflicts with the express of this Ind the provis of
this Indenture shall govern and be controlling.

(b) Global Notes. Notes issued in global form will be substantially in the form of Exhibits
Al or A2 hereto (including the Global Note Legend thereon and the “Schedule of Exchanges of Interests
in the Global Note™ attached thereto). Notes issued in definitive form will be substantially in the form of
Exhibit A1 hereto (but without the Global Note Legend thereon and without the “Schedule of Exchanges
of Interests in the Global Note™ attached thereto). Each Global Note will represent such of the
outstanding Notes as will be specified therein and each shall provide that it represents the aggregate
principal amount of outstanding Notes from time to time endorsed thereon and that the aggregate
principal amount of outstanding Notes represented thereby may from time to time be reduced or
increased, as appropriate, to reflect Is and reds i Any S of a Global Note to
reflect the amount of any increase or decrease in the aggregate principal amount of outstanding Notes
represented thereby will be made by the Trustee or the Custodian, at the direction of the Trustee, in
accordance with instructions given by the Holder thereof as required by Section 2.06 hereof.

In the event of partial redemption or purchase by lot, the particular Notes to be redeemed or
purchased will be selected, unless otherwise provided herein, not less than 30 nor more than 60 days prior
to the redemption or purchase date by the Trustee from the outstanding Notes not previously called for
redemption or purchase.

The Trustee will promptly notify the Company in writing of the Notes selected for redemption or
purchase and, in the case of any Note selected for partial redemption or purchase, the principal amount
thereof to be redeemed or purchased.

Notwithstanding the
foregoing, if the rating assigned by either such rating agency should subsequently decline to below Baa3
or BBB-, respectively, Sections 4.07, 4.08, 4.09, 4.10, 4.11, 4.18, and clause (4)(i) of Section 5.01 hereof
will be reinstituted as of and from the date of such rating decline. Calculations under the reinstated
Section 4.07 hereof will be made as if Section 4.07 hereof had been in effect since the date of this
Indenture except that no default will be deemed to have occurred solely by violation of Section 4.07
hereof while Section 4.07 hereof was suspended.

ARTICLE 5
SUCCESSORS

Section 5.01  Merger, Consolidation or Sale of Assets.

The Company shall not, directly or indirectly: (1) consolidate or merge with or into another
Person (whether or not the Company is the surviving corporation); or (2) sell, assign, transfer, convey or
otherwise dispose of all or substantially all of the properties or assets of the Company and its Restricted

Section4.17  Additional Note Guarantees.

Credit Facility, the Term Loan Facility or any other Credit Facility, or if any Domestic Subsidiary of the
Company that is not a Subsidiary Guarantor guarantees any Indebtedness of the Company or any

hereof. To the extent that the payment of any such compensation, expenses, disbursements and advances

Section 7.02  Rights of Trustee.

(a) The Trustee may conclusively rely upon any document believed by it to be genuine and
to have been signed or presented by the proper Person. The Trustee need not investigate any fact or
matter stated in the document.

(b) Before the Trustee acts or refrains from acting, it may require an Officers’ Certificate or
an Opinion of Counsel or both. The Trustee will not be liable for any action it takes or omits to take in
good faith in reliance on such Officers’ Certificate or Opinion of Counsel. The Trustee may consult with
counsel and the advice of such counsel or any Opinion of Counsel will be full and complete authorization
and protection from liability in respect of any action taken, suffered or omitted by it hereunder in good
faith and in reliance thereon.

(d) The Trustee will not be liable for any action it takes or omits to take in good faith that it
believes to be authorized or within the rights or powers conferred upon it by this Indenture.

(e) Unless otherwise specifically provided in this Indenture, any demand, request, direction
or notice from the Company will be sufficient if signed by an Officer of the Company.

(f) The Trustee will be under no obligation to exercise any of the rights or powers vested in
it by this Indenture at the request or direction of any of the Holders unless such Holders have offered to
the Trustee indemnity satisfactory to it or security satisfactory to it against the losses, liabilities and
expenses that might be incurred by it in compliance with such request or direction.

(g In no event shall the Trustee be responsible or liable for special, punitive, indirect, or
consequential loss or damage of any kind whatsoever (including, but not limited to, loss of profit)
irrespective of whether the Trustee has been advised of the likelihood of such loss or damage and
regardless of the form of action.

(h) The Trustee shall not be deemed to have notice of any Default or Event of Default unless

ARTICLE 7
TRUSTEE
Section 7.01  Duties of Trustee.
(a) If an Event of Default has occurred and is continuing, the Trustee will exercise such of

the rights and powers vested in it by this Indenture, and use the same degree of care and skill in its
exercise, as a prudent person would exercise or use under the circumstances in the conduct of such
person’s own affairs.

(b) Except during the continuance of an Event of Default:

(1) the duties of the Trustee will be determined solely by the express provisions of
this Indenture and the Trustee need perform only those duties that are specifically set forth in this
Indenture and no others, and no implied covenants or obligations shall be read into this Indenture
against the Trustee; and

2) in the absence of bad faith on its part, the Trustee may conclusively rely, as to the
truth of the statements and the correctness of the opinions expressed therein, upon certificates or
opinions furnished to the Trustee and conforming to the requirements of this Indenture.

(c) The Trustee may not be relieved from liabilities for its own negligent action, its own
negligent failure to act, or its own willful misconduct, except that:

2) the Trustee will not be liable for any error of judgment made in good faith by a
Responsible Officer, unless it is proved that the Trustee was negligent in ascertaining the

(d) Whether or not therein expressly so provided, every provision of this Indenture that in
any way relates to the Trustee is subject to paragraphs (a), (b), and (c) of this Section 7.01.

(e) No provision of this Indenture will require the Trustee to expend or risk its own funds or
incur any liability. The Trustee will be under no obligation to exercise any of its rights and powers under
this Indenture at the request of any Holders, unless such Holder has offered to the Trustee security and
indemnity satisfactory to it against any loss, liability or expense.

€3] The Trustee will not be liable for interest on any money received by it except as the
Trustee may agree in writing with the Company. Money held in trust by the Trustee need not be
segregated from other funds except to the extent required by law.
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G) The Trustee shall not be bound to make any investigation into the facts or matters stated
in any resolution, certificate, statement, instrument, opinion, report, notice, request, direction, consent,
order, bond, debenture, note, other evidence of indebtedness or other paper or documents, but the Trustee,
in its discretion, may make such further inquiry or investigation into such facts or matters as it may see
fit, and, if the Trustee shall determine to make such further inquiry or investigation, it shall be entitled to
examine during normal business hours the books, records and premises of the Company, personally or by
agent or attorney at the sole cost of the Company, and shall incur no liability or additional liability of any
kind by reason of such inquiry or investigation.

Section 7.03  Individual Rights of Trustee.

The Trustee in its individual or any other capacity may become the owner or pledgee of Notes
and may otherwise deal with the Company or any Affiliate of the Company with the same rights it would
have if it were not Trustee. However, in the event that the Trustee acquires any conflicting interest it
must eliminate such conflict within 90 days or resign. Any Agent may do the same with like rights and
duties. The Trustee is also subject to Sections 7.09 and 7.10 hereof.

Section 7.04  Trustee’s Disclaimer.

The Trustee will not be responsible for and makes no representation as to the validity or adequacy
of this Indenture or the Notes, it shall not be accountable for the Company’s use of the proceeds from the
Notes or any money paid to the Company or upon the Company’s direction under any provision of this
Indenture, it will not be responsible for the use or application of any money received by any Paying Agent
other than the Trustee, and it will not be responsible for any statement or recital herein or any statement in
the Notes or any other document in connection with the sale of the Notes or pursuant to this Indenture
other than its certificate of authentication.

Section 7.05  Notice of Defaults.

If a Default or Event of Default occurs and is continuing and if it is known to the Trustee, the
Trustee will transmit to Holders of Notes a notice of the Default or Event of Default within 90 days after
it occurs. Except in the case of a Default or Event of Default in payment of principal of, premium on, if
any, or interest, if any, on, any Note, the Trustee may withhold the notice if and so long as a committee of
its Responsible Officers in good faith determines that withholding the notice is in the interests of the
Holders of the Notes.

Section 7.06 ~ Compensation and Indemnity.

(a) The Company will pay to the Trustee and the Collateral Trustee from time to time
reasonable compensation as is agreed to from time to time by the Company and the Trustee or Collateral
Trustee, as licable, for its of this Ind. and services hereunder. The Trustee’s and the

(b) The Company and the Guarantors, jointly and severally, will indemnify the Trustee

in ion with the or ini ion of its duties under this Indenture, including the

St costs and expenses of ing this Ind against the Company and the Guarantors
(mdudmg this Section 7.06) and defending itself against any claim (whether asserted by the Company,
the Guarantors, any Holder or any other Person) or liability in connection with the exercise or
performance of any of its powers or duties hereunder, except to the extent any such loss, liability or
expense shall be determined to have been caused by its negligence or willful misconduct. The Trustee
will notify the Company promptly of any claim for which it may seek indemnity. Failure by the Trustee
to so notify the Company will not relieve the Company or any of the Guarantors of their obligations
hereunder. The Company or such Guarantor will defend the claim and the Trustee will cooperate in the
defense. The Trustee and Collateral Trustee may have separate counsel and the Company will pay the
reasonable fees and expenses of such counsel. Neither the Company nor any Guarantor need pay for any
settlement made without its consent, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld.

(c) The obligations of the Company and the Guarantors under this Section 7.06 will survive
the satisfaction and discharge of this Indenture or the resignation or removal of the Trustee.

Section 7.07  Replacement of Trustee.

(a) A resignation or removal of the Trustee and appointment of a successor Trustee will

(b) The Trustee may at any time upon 30 days” written notice to the Company resign and be

discharged from the trust hereby created by so notifying the Company. The Holders of a majority in
aggregate principal amount of the then outstanding Notes may remove the Trustee by so notifying the
Trustee and the Company in writing. The Company may remove the Trustee if:

(1) the Trustee fails to comply with Section 7.09 hereof;

3) a custodian or public officer takes charge of the Trustee or its property; or

(c) If the Trustee resigns or is removed or if a vacancy exists in the office of Trustee for any
reason, the Company will promptly appoint a successor Trustee. Within one year after the successor
Trustee takes office, the Holders of a majority in aggregate principal amount of the then outstanding
Notes may appoint a successor Trustee to replace the successor Trustee appointed by the Company.

Guarantees will be unaffected thereby. In addition, upon the Company’s exercise under Section 8.01
hereof of the option applicable to this Section 8.03, subject to the satisfaction of the conditions set forth in
Section 8.04 hereof, Sections 6.01(3), (4), (5), (6), (9) and (10) hereof will not constitute Events of
Default.

Section 8.04  Conditions to Legal or Covenant Defeasance.

In order to exercise either Legal Deft or Covenant Defe under either Section 8.02 or
8.03 hereof:

(1) the Company must irrevocably deposit with the Trustee, in trust, for the benefit
of the Holders, cash in U.S. dollars, non-callable Government Securities, or a combination

Section 7.08  Successor Trustee by Merger, etc.

Section 7.09  Eligibility; Disqualification.

There will at all times be a Trustee hereunder that is a corporation organized and doing business
under the laws of the United States of America or of any state thereof that is authorized under such laws
to exercise corporate trustee power, that is subject to supervision or examination by federal or state
authorities and that has a combined capital and surplus of at least $100.0 million as set forth in its most
recent published annual report of condition.

For this purpose, Legal Defeasance means that the Company and the
Guarantors will be deemed to have paid and discharged the entire Indebtedness represented by the
outstanding Notes (including the Note Guarantees), which will thereafter be deemed to be “outstanding™
only for the purposes of Section 8.05 hereof and the other Sections of this Indenture referred to in clauses
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investment bank, appraisal firm, or firm of independent public accountants, to pay the principal
of, premium on, if any, and interest, if any, on, the outstanding Notes on the stated date for
payment thereof or on the applicable redemption date, as the case may be, and the Company must
specify whether the Notes are being defeased to such stated date for payment or to a particular
redemption date;
